











5. CREATION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF POESIS AND SEMANTIKOS

EXECUTIVE ORDER XXXXX
CREATION OF THE DEPARTMENT OF POESIS
AND SEMANTIKOS (DOPAS)

With our affective textual territory sketched out

(Featuring Actors, Actions, adjectives and adverbs), a

Department must be created in order to properly

intervene upon, and re-architect the affective operative ‘site’. According to the
Executive Order(s) outlining the functions of the Executive Office of the
President, the President has the authority to open divisions ...in the event of a
national emergency, or threat of a national emergency, such office for
emergency management as the President shall determine.” The immense
global affect articulated from the premises of the White House domain coupled
with an overwhelming domestic and foreign disapproval of its functions, today,
constitutes at very least a threat to the regime of populism. It is the
recommendation of this report to constitute, by way of Executive Order, the
founding of the Department of Poesis and Semantikos (DOPAS), in order to
re-affect the textual territory from which largely unpopular affect is
architected.

The Department shall work with several existing departments, and be largely
responsible for the renovation of affective possibilities delimited by the textual
perimeter in which White House operations are situated. The DOPAS shall be
staffed by Poets, Philosophers of Language, Latin Speakers, English/Spanish
Linguists and Legal advisors, with the task of both a) Informally amending
Article Il of the Constitution on an ongoing basis by way of semantic
re-interpretation; and b) lexical re-articulation of Executive
Orders/Proclamations. The task of DOPAS is to continually re-draw the
boundary conditions of White House extra-territoriality, by way of operative
delimiters existing as text.
